
Culpeper Regional Airport will be hosting Panchito, a North American B-25J Mitchell at the Annual Air Fest to be 

held on Saturday, October, 9, 2010 from 10:00 a.m.– 4:00 p.m.    
 

Panchito is one of about two dozen airworthy B-25’s that exist today.  The B-25’s were forever etched in U.S. History 

during the famous Doolittle raid in WWII.   Panchito was named by Don Seiler, a combat pilot that flew the B-25, after 

the feisty rooster in the 1943 Disney film “the Three Cabarellos”.  The plane was finally restored to it’s wartime mark-

ings in 1986 by Tom Reilly and later, Larry Kelley purchased the aircraft in 1997.  Mr. Kelley has teamed up with the 

Disabled American Veterans to bring together the legacy of those brave veterans and the B-25. The plane is currently 

based in Georgetown, Delaware and will be with us during the air show.   
 

Mr. Kelley will offer rides in this bomber over the picturesque Culpeper County countryside in the days before the 

show for a fee. All proceeds from the ride tickets are applied to the preservation and flights of this and other war birds.
